The Uniform Crime Reporting Program (UCR) provides a nationwide view of
crime based on the submission of crime information by law enforcement
agencies throughout the country. This data is used in law enforcement
administration, operation, and management, as well as to indicate the level and
nature of crime in the United States.

Unlike the summary-based UCR Program, IBR collects data on each single
crime occurrence. NIBRS collects data on each single incident and arrest within
24 offense categories made up of 52 Group A offenses. The offenses that fall
into this category are:

FBI Sunset of SRS. The FBI has announced that it will discontinue its support
of its Summary Reporting System (SRS) for crime statistics and fully transition
to the data-rich NIBRS data collection methodology by January 1, 2021.

Texas Legislation. House Bill 11 (HB11) of the 84th Regular Session
introduced the requirement for Texas to begin its transition from a primarily
Summary Reporting (SRS) state to a National Incident Based (NIBRS) state, by
setting a goal for transition to NIBRS by 2019. While there are some NIBRS
contributors within the state, the vast majority are SRS reporting agencies. In
an effort to assist agencies in their migration, the Legislature appropriated
grant money to the Department, managed by the Office of the Governor, to
fund local agency initiatives towards NIBRS compliance.

The Department has put together a series of documents from various sources
that will assist agencies in their transition from SRS to NIBRS, as well as
answer many of the questions that exist regarding the differences between the
two reporting methodologies. The NIBRS Migration Packet includes information
regarding steps to migration, the effect NIBRS reporting has on an agency's
crime statistics, media kits, etc. This information has been developed by the
Department of Public Safety, the Federal Bureau of Investigation, Uniform
Crime Reporting Section, law enforcement, and the Bureau of Justice Statistics,
specifically the National Crime Statistics Exchange (NCS-X) Project.

Dear Kim:
Tonight, Agenda Items E & F, before the City Council, involve authorizing the sale of beer and wine for

off-premise consumption at the 27-acre commercial properties of LakePointe Addition and the two acre
commercial property of Lake Breeze Addition. While the Lavon Economic Development Corporation
Board of Directors has not met to discuss this consideration before the Council, | would like to take the
opportunity to provide economic development technical considerations for the Council.

First the sale of beer and wine for off-premise consumption is already available at three existing
convenience stores in the City of Lavon, being the 7-Eleven, the Exxon Mart and the Shell Mart. These
three businesses have been explementary in their business conduct and controls. If the experiences
provided by the 3 existing businesses serve as examples, we would not anticipate any sacial or public
conduct issues arising from the sale of off-premise consumption at the proposed new locations.

The revenue profit margin from sale of merchandise and food at local convenience stores is historically
limited without the sale of the beer and wine. Beer and wine sales would increase profit margins and
allow for more investment in the store quality. The better store chains, brands and franchised retail
businesses will require the authorization of beer and wine for off premises consumption.

Non-convenience retail stores may be attracted for specialty beers and wine retail sales. Also increasing
options will then be available to the residents. For a grocery store location, allowing the sale of beer &

wine for off premises consumption is most likely a requirement.

In the COVID-19 pandemic, retailing is stressed and profits restricted. New investments in retail
development are precious few. To continue the Lavon growth, new retail will be needed for the new
residential development in the City. In June, 10 new residential building permits were issued.

With few is any negative aspects of restricting the sale of beer and wine for off premises consumption, it
is reasonable and economically prudent to allow retail beer and wine sales for off premises consumption

at the corner of Lake Road/FM 6 and SH 78.
