Commissioner Barnhart asked that a notation be made to the City Council with the
recommendation that the P & Z Commission was unable to obtain information from
the developer that outlined precisely what we will end up with in the way of an
Amenities Center.

The City Council discussed the matter. Citizens David Hancock, Joan Aquatero and
Jacob Minjares offered comments to the Council regarding the recommendation.
