City Manager Jones went over the CCAD Residential Property Exemptions calculations
for tax dollars based on $1,000 and $10,000 exemptions for the categories of Over 65,
Over 65 Surviving Spouse, Disable Persons, and 4 classes of Disable Veterans and
Freeze Limits with the Council. Citizens Chris Wess, David Hawkins, Don Mauzy, Joan
Aquatero, Bruce Foith and Jeaneen Eli gave their input and asked further questions of
the Council. Mayor Pro-Tem Kane suggested the Council needed to focus on all pieces of
the budget. He suggested waiting until the full budget for FY 2010-2011 would be
discussed at the Town Hall Meeting in June. Council Member Meeks also asked that
more information from City Manager Jones be given before that meeting concerning the
percentage and over-all dollar figure that would impact the City if all these exemptions
discussed were approved.
