The overlay would establish what could be established in Retail, B-1 and B-2
zonings. This would be developed by the Planning & Zoning Commission with property
owner notification, Public Hearings and recommendations to the Council. The Council
agreed that this would be best for the City.

The Mayor went over the
September Outlook with the Council. With the cuts that had already been made, the City
is within $1,800.00 of being able to finish the FY 2010-2011. City Manager Jones told
the Council that the Mayor, Alan Bain and he had met today and the Developer has
agreed to release some funds from the TIF and Sewer Tap Fund back into the City’s
account with no repayment due to City’s shortfall and to avoid another RIF. The
Developer does not want to see any more cuts to the Police Department.

Citizens Ron Sholz and Chris Wess asked questions and gave their suggestions to the
Council.

City Manager Jones will make the necessary changes before the next meeting. The
Council and staff thanked Mr. Bain for all he has done for the City.
