


household garbage to her office in another city. The City Council discussed the request and the 
consensus was not to allow residents to opt out of service. 

B. Discussion regarding partnership opportunities with the City of Nevada relating to public

safety.

Mayor Teske reported that at their most recent City Council meeting, the City of Nevada City
Council expressed interest in discussing with the City of Lavon, opportunities for the City of Lavon
to provide police services to the City of Nevada. The police service in the City of Nevada is
presently provided by the Collin County Sheriffs Office and the Nevada City Council expressed a
desire to obtain a higher level of service than what is presently being provided. The timetable would
be to discuss program options and costs for the fiscal year 17-18 budget. The consensus of the
Lavon City Council was to explore partnership opportunities and open a dialogue.

C. Discussion regarding partnership opportunities and a possible development agreement to

facilitate road construction and fire safety services with Bloomfield Homes, L.P.
Mayor Teske reported on conversations he had recently with the executives at Bloomfield Homes
pertaining to cooperative efforts to improve a portion of Geren Rd. and construct the fire department
living quarters. The City Council supported the efforts and directed Mayor Teske to continue the
conversations to move forward with a development agreement that contained provisions for all
items.

D. Discussion regarding a May 2017 Special Election and/or November 2017 Regular Election.

- Street Maintenance Sales Tax Enhancement
City Administrator Kim Dobbs reported on the City Council's inquiry about moving forward
to obtain the outstanding sales tax for street maintenance. Dobbs described the parameters and 
restrictions of the tax and the steps to place the matter to voters. The City Council expressed 
support for securing the additional sales tax revenue and directed the staff to place the item 
for action on the next agenda. 

- Bond Referendum for Park Construction

Dobbs reported on the Park Board discussions relating to the development of the 19-acre park
behind City Hall. The information considered by the Park Board at their last meeting 
consisted of three phases and the elements of the park totaled almost $9,000,000. Dobbs 
advised that the Park Board is scheduled to meet on January 23. The City Council directed 
staff to report back to the Council at the next meeting and present options for funding the park 
improvements. 

8. DISCUSSION AND ACTION

A. Discussion and action regarding the first reading of Resolution No. 2017-01-03 authorizing

the Lavon Economic Development Corporation to expend funds for an incentive to Exint

Inc., 4812 Rancho del Norte Trail, McKinney, TX 75075 for up to 50% of the cost of

constructing a sanitary sewer line from main street to a proposed retail center facing Lake
Road, such incentive to not exceed $21,500.00.
Lavon Economic Development Corporation (LEDC) Executive Director Pam Mundo presented
information regarding the proposed commercial development and anticipated economic impact and
benefits of the project. Dobbs noted that the Resolution requires two readings and if approved, the
Resolution would be returned to the City Council at their next meeting for the second and final
reading.
