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7. PUBLIC HEARING

PUBLIC HEARING to receive comments regarding the petition of the owner of certain property
to voluntarily annex 41.8 acres in the Drury Anglin Survey, Abstract No. 2, (Collin County CAD
ID #s 2653997, 2087762 and 2507840), generally located southwest of the intersection of FM 2755
and CR 483 and regarding the annexation of the adjacent county road and right-of-way into the

City of Lavon.

FOR DISCUSSION

Garage Sale Regulations

The City of Lavon does not regulate the number of or frequency of garage sales. Municipal
Services Coordinator LeAnn McClendon presented information assembled by Rae Norton
relating to garage sale regulations in neighboring communities. Ms. Dobbs noted that it seems
there are a handful of residents who have repeated garage sales but that there have not been any
specific neighbor complaints to date. The Council expressed appreciation for the staff’s proactive
approach and asked that the staff continue to monitor the situation but take no additional action at

this time.
Parking and Junk Car Regulations

Police Chief Mike Jones provided information regarding recent complaints about cars parked on
the road and about abandoned vehicles. Chief Jones observed that frequently the issue is because
someone parks in an inconsiderate but not necessarily illegal manner. The nuisance ordinances,
which are the tool to address junked vehicle and parking concerns, is a lengthy and possibly costly
process. The Council expressed concern for residents who are insensitive to their neighbors when
they park their vehicles, but determined that no further action would be needed at this time.
